The 2023 National 4-H Poultry and Egg Conference will be held at the Kentucky Fair and
Exposition Center in Louisville, KY, November 15-16. Please note that a block of rooms have
been reserved at the Crowne Plaza Louisville Airport. You can make room reservations, by
calling the hotel directly at 866-888-0620, and mention that you are making room reservations
for this conference having the reference group code (NPE). You can also make reservations on-
line, by clicking the link here: National 4-H Poultry and Egg Conference 2023 NAILE.
Information on the Conference and general rules are found at the conference website. All non-
contestants including State Specialists and contestants need to be registered prior to the
conference.
